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New England ski resort sold  

to new owner in $76M deal

JAY, Vt. (AP) — A Utah-based resort company has completed its purchase of Jay Peak Resort, 
the northern Vermont ski area that was at the center of a financial scandal involving its former 
owner and president. 

Pacific Group Resorts, which owns five other ski areas, announced Tuesday that the state of 
Vermont had approved the assignment of leases for ski terrain, allowing the sale to close. A fed-
eral judge in September approved the company’s $76 million bid to buy Jay Peak after it won an 
auction for the ski area. 

“The leadership and guests of Jay Peak are fortunate to have an experienced resort operator 
like PGRI take the helm from here,” said court-appointed receiver Michael Goldberg, who has 
been overseeing the resort for the last 6 1/2 years. 

Mark Fischer, PGRI’s executive vice-president and CFO, said in a statement that Jay Peak “is a 
highly respected resort property widely known for its prodigious snowfall and avid patrons” that 
fits into the company’s strategy of “geographic diversification.” He also said Jay Peak has dedi-
cated staff that have created “a strong mountain culture.” 

Pacific Groups Resorts’ other ski areas include Ragged Mountain Resort in New Hampshire and 
Powderhorn Mountain Resort in Colorado, as well as properties in British Columbia, Virginia and 
Maryland. 

Former Jay Peak owner Ariel Quiros, former president William Stenger and an adviser to Qui-
ros were sentenced this spring to federal prison for their roles in a failed plan to build a biotech-
nology plant using tens of millions of dollars in foreign investors’ money raised through a special 
visa program. 

The U.S. Securities and Exchange Commission and the state of Vermont also accused Quiros 
and Stenger in 2016 of taking part in a “massive eight-year fraudulent scheme” that involved 
misusing more than $200 million of about $400 million raised from foreign investors for various 
ski area developments through the same EB-5 visa program. They settled civil charges with the 
SEC, with Quiros surrendering more than $80 million in assets, including Jay Peak and Burke 
Mountain ski resorts.

Prosciutto Wrapped Asparagus 

Submitted by Linda Palo, but cooked by Paul 
 

 Small bunch of medium sized asparagus, tough ends snapped off 

 Approximately 1/4 pound of prosciutto.  Have the deli slice it for you a little thicker than normal 

(the prepackaged slices are too thin which makes them difficult to work with).  This amount will 

easily wrap 20 spears.   

 Spreadable cheese such as Alouette garlic and herbs (we have found that Boursin cheese is too 

thick to spread) 

In a pan large enough to accommodate the asparagus spears (a large fry pan, for ex) bring some wa-

ter to a boil.  Place spears in boiling water for 2 minutes.  Immediately place them in an ice bath to 

stop them from cooking.  They should be a nice green color. Cut the prosciutto into approximately 1 

inch strips.  Lightly coat it with the spreadable cheese.  Spiral wrap the asparagus with the prosciutto. 

 Place the asparagus on hot grill using a grill sheet to prevent them from falling into the grill.  We 

have also cooked them on a hot frying pan.  Cook them for just a couple of minutes until the pro-

sciutto is starting to get a bit crispy. Turn gently with tongs.  Remove when done and enjoy as a fin-

ger food.
